Survivor:   GOOD NEWS - We have removed 14 covers so far, they greens look very good!  There are no obvious dead 

areas; however, some of the greens have unusual color, but that seem reasonable since they have been under-

cover for almost 5 months! 

 

Dead Tree Standing:  We hope to replace the new trees that died last summer as soon as possible this spring. 

 

D-Ranged:  The driving range plans are approaching a conclusion.  Please come to the Annual Meeting in mid April to 

discuss your options.  

 

Signage:  Your sign near the front gate was damaged this winter by a deicing truck.  We will try to get it replaced as 

soon as possible this spring. 

 

Cart Path:  Last fall, we removed the sod from the new cart path on #18 and were able to reuse that sod along the re-

paved path on #17.  Paving on #18 should take place this spring when the weather permits. 

 

Rip Rapper:  We have been attempting to get the City to take care of the erosion issues along the river.  Our progress is 

almost non-existent. 

 

Operational Budget:  Last year, we made extensive cuts to help balance the budget.  It appears that we will be working 

under the same restrictions this season as well. 

 

Downed Branches:  A couple of months ago, we had one very wet snowfall that broke many branches in your conifers.  

There was also one 40’ tall spruce right of #5 Champ green that succumbed to gravity.  

 

The Replacements:  We have a new greens mower on order for this spring, and we purchased 2 demo machines: one a 

heavy-duty work cart and a sand hauling/topdressor.  We also purchased 2 used fairway mowers from Iron 

Horse, and we built a 3-pt sprayer for use behind the tractor. 

 

#17 Tee:  The poplars adjacent to #17 tee were pruned last spring to remove the dead wood, but the trees seemed to de-

teriorate throughout the season.  If they completely fail, we may be faced with remodeling that area which may 

include nettings for safety. 

 

Benched:  We built 13 new benches this winter.  Benches will be place on the following tees: Cameron #2,3,4,7,8

 Applications are now being accepted for the 16th Annual Kalispell Golf 

Association Junior Achievement Awards.  Deadline for applications is May 12 and 

selections will be announced by May 26 

 Depending on the number of applications, the KGA presents up to five awards.  

Each winner receives a season pass to Buffalo Hill in memory of past KGA members.  

Applications may be made by any youth, ages 7 to 18, or nominated by another 

person.  Applications must be submitted in writing (formal application not necessary), 

stating why the applicant should be considered for the award.   

 The award selection committee will focus on three areas to determine recipients: 

 Scholastic achievement; 

 Extracurricular activities; 

 Leadership. 

 Vital information would be the applicant’s or nominee’s age, address and phone 

number.  Special accomplishments, hardships and other considerations should be 

included in the application.  Application letters may be dropped off in the Pro Shop or 

Business office, or mailed to KGA, P.O. Box 1116, Kalispell, MT. 59903-1116.   

Buffalo Hill Hall of Fame established 
 Buffalo Hill has established a Hall of Fame to honor and perpetuate the efforts of 

those persons who have distinguished themselves by their contribution to BHGC and 

the game of golf.  Individuals may be nominated for induction for excellence in any or 

all of the following:  competitive playing accomplishments; junior golf promotion; or, 

outstanding contributions of time or capital towards advancement of golf at BHGC. 

 The Memorial Committee will review all nominations and approve up to two per 

year, although the first year more than two may be approved to establish the Hall of 

Fame.  Permanent recognition will be made by listing those selected on the Hall of 

Fame plaque in the trophy case, along with full bios in the newsletter and on the web.
