From the Golf Course Superintendent

Brakes: Last week, we gave the greens a break raising the height of cut, and giving them a
big shot of fertilizer as they were in serious decline from our abuses. Obviously, the speed
slowed down, and they became a little furry. Now that we have seen an improvement in the
health of the turf, we will, once again, lower the height of cut in preparation for the big
weekend.

Trimming: We will spend much of this week string trimming, edging bunkers and moving
sand within the bunkers with our spare time.




Rats: We will be aerifying the greens immediately after the Labor Day Tournament. If the
weather stays warm, the recovery should be pretty quick. Pay now or pay later: it is now
later!

Hot Spots: This time of year, it becomes very difficult to water the course without
numerous wet spots appearing while at the same time, dry spots are everywhere too. This is
the nature of irrigation systems on compacted soils. We try hard to limit the wet spots, and
tolerate the dry spots sometimes with limited success.
